This spectacular castlecrowned crag on the famous north Antrim coast was 
shaped when the sea cut deep into the land, exploiting cracks on either side of the rock. The nomadic boatmen - Ireland's 
first inhabitants - who crossed from south-west Scotland in about 7,000 BC and left their flinty axes all along this rugged 
coast, must have seen the crag from the sea and may have ventured their flimsy coracles into the huge cave that runs 
through the rock to the land. You can still visit it by boat today.  
 
Bushmills to Portstewart is approx a 5 minute drive. 
 
Overnight at the Bushmills Inn. 
 

In the village that is home to the world’s oldest distillery, between the Giant’s 
Causeway and Royal Portrush Golf Club, this multi-award-winning hotel & 
restaurant has been outstandingly successful in recreating its origins as an old 
Coaching Inn and Mill House.  The hotel excels in providing a relaxing 
environment for couples, a small group of friends - very often a golfing party. 

Founded in 1894 and redesigned by Willie Park Jr in the 1920’s this championship 
links course received its greatest makeover with the purchase of land known as 
“Thistly Hollow” in 1981. This enabled the club to build a stunning new seven holes 
through towering dunes and fabulous and natural links land. Designed by local school 
teacher Des Giffin the Strand Course is the jewel in the Portstewart portfolio.  
Portstewart has played host to many major Amateur and Professional Championships 
over the years including most recently the British Girls Championship in 2006. 
Portstewart Golf Club is proud to offer 54 holes of golf spectacularly set on Ulster’s 
famous Causeway Coast with something for every golfer.

Non golfers may like to visit Bushmills Distillery.  The 'Old Bushmills' Distillery is the World's Oldest Licensed Whiskey 
Distillery. King James I granted the original license in April 1608 and Bushmills has been making the finest Irish Malt 
Whiskey here for almost four hundred years. We will be shortly celebrating our 400th Birthday in 2008.  Situated two miles 
from the spectacular Giant's Causeway, and one mile from the historical Dunluce Castle the Distillery lies in an area of 
outstanding beauty, which is rich in history and folklore.

Today after breakfast golf will be arranged at Royal County Down. 
 

 
 
Non golfers may like to explore Co. Down. Down is St Patrick’s country.  His boat was swept into Strangford Lough and 
he came ashore on the Lecale peninsula.  Many places have strong associations with the Saint.  Saul, where he is said to 
have preached his first gospel and later died; the Struell healing wells and St Patrick’s Grave at Down Cathedral, a special 
place of pilgrimage on 17 March. 
 
Overnight at the Slieve Donard Hotel. 
 

Forget Magnolia Drive or Seventeen Mile Drive. Never mind the dirt road at 
Yeaman’s Hall. The best entrance to any golf club is the A1 as it snakes along the 
cliffs along the rugged northern Antrim Coast of Northern Ireland. Rounding the 
bend, Royal Portrush Golf Club unfolds before one’s eyes, set among tumbling 
dunes that run to the cliff’s edge with the Atlantic Ocean pounding below.  As good 
as the land is, the lasting merit of the course derives from the work carried out by 
Harry S. Colt in 1932. Prior to that, Royal Portrush Golf Club enjoyed play over 18 
holes designed by Old Tom Morris in 1890 on property slightly south and west of 
the land given to Colt.   Unlike its nearby neighbor, Portstewart Golf Club, the 
course stays in the dunesland until the final two holes. The golfer appreciates just 
how good the land is, not only by virtue of the string of good holes he has just 
played, but also by how little affection the 17th and 18th hole seem to command 
(and the 18th is a solid hole!). 

Nestling at the foot of the Mourne Mountains, the Slieve Donard Resort and Spa 
hotel in Down stands in six acres of private grounds, and is one of Northern 
Ireland's most popular hotels. Following a recent major £15 million development, 
extension and refurbishment program. This superbly maintained Victorian hotel is 
now home to one of Europe’s finest resort spa’s.  All 178 Bedrooms are finished in 
tasteful, traditional styles with every modern comfort, and most enjoy magnificent 
views of the stunning coastline or mountains. 

Currently listed as the number one Best Course In the World by Golf Digest, Royal 
County Down rightfully takes its place among the other legendary courses of the 
world.  Royal County Down, situated alongside the Mountains of Mourne and the 
Town of Newcastle, is one of golf’s most inspiring settings.  The challenges provided 
by its golf holes are no less spectacular.  It is essentially “big” golf with demanding 
carries and a premium place on precise iron shots.  The abundance of gorse and 
heather, though quite beautiful, severely penalizes any wayward golf shot.

Portmarnock Golf Club is universally acknowledged as one of the world's truly great 
links courses. Located on a small peninsula, which extends into the Irish Sea, 
Portmarnock is surrounded by water on three sides and laid out in serpentine fashion, 
with no two successive holes playing in the same direction. The quality and location 
of Portmarnock have made it a superb venue for some great events over the years. 
The British Amateur in 1949, the Canada Cup in 1960, the 1991 Walker Cup and 
some 12 Irish Open Championships have been held on its hallowed turf.  The 
championship course offers a fair but tough challenge and was acknowledged by 
Tom Watson in 1981: "There are no tricks or nasty surprises, only an honest, albeit 
searching test of shot making skills."  Invariably rated as one of Ireland's top three 
courses, like all the greats. 

The Links of The European Club presents a stunning golf and visual experience 
as it tumbles through almost 200-acres of glorious sand dunes and runs along the 
beach on Ireland's lovely east coast just south of Dublin. This is the first links to 
have been built on Ireland's east coast this century.

The Bunion family who gave the town its 
name owned Ballybunion castle. It was built before 1500 and the castle green at the front, divides the beach in two. All 
that remains is a wall, which has been preserved since the Office of Public Works took over the castle in 1923.  Seaweed 
baths are another feature of Ballybunion. These baths are only found elsewhere in Ireland in Enniscrone, Co. Sligo and 
are invigorating for mind and body, as the kelp is absorbed into the skin. Again, Ballybunion is particularly noted for its two 
eighteen-hole golf links where Tom Watson, Tiger Woods and President of the US, Bill Clinton have all played golf. A 
commemorative statue to Bill Clinton exists outside the golf club.

Non golfers may like to tour the town of Kinsale.  Kinsale is a town for all seasons.  Visitors are captivated by the town’s 
setting, its long waterfront, narrow streets and slate-clad houses.  The bulk of Compass Hill rises sharply over the town, 
overlooking a natural harbour of great beauty where the Bandon river turns south to the sea.  This historical town offers 
many activities including sailing, yachting, fishing, diving, watersports, windsurfing, golf, and horse riding.  It has plenty of 
interest for gourmets including specialty shops and wine museum.

Old Head Golf Links is built on a 220-acre diamond of land, jutting out over two miles 
into the Atlantic Ocean. The promontory is almost an island with numerous caves 
running beneath your feet as you play the course. The links and practice area occupy 
180 acres and the remaining 40 acres of unspoilt cliff (rising in places to over 300 feet) 
frame the course.  Old Head, par 72, comprises five Par 5s, five Par 3s and eight Par 
4s – stretching to over 7,200 yards from the tips, with a minimum of six tees per hole. 
Nine holes play along the cliff tops, and all eighteen holes provide stunning ocean 
views. With the ever-changing sea breezes, the course provides a stern test to the 
touring pro and the high handicapper alike.

Its spectacular beauty is beyond question and it is a natural centre for outdoor 
pursuits including golf, watersports, cycling, walking, riding and the very best fishing for salmon & trout. The Ring of Kerry 
has some of the finest beaches in Europe that provide all the facilities for a traditional seaside holiday. Above all the Ring 
of Kerry provides an amazing insight into the ancient heritage of Ireland - see the Iron Age Forts & Ogham Stones, Old 
Monasteries and a landscape carved out of rock by the last Ice Age 10,000 years ago. 
 
Killarney to Waterville is approx a 1 hour and 10 minute drive. 
 
Overnight at the Royal Hotel. 
 
 

Designed and built by Arnold Palmer, this stunning setting represents a true 
paradise for those willing to challenge what is widely acclaimed as one of the finest 
links courses in the world. Smitten at first sight, Palmer would later go on record with 
this memorable quote: “I may have designed the first nine, but surely God designed 
the back nine”. It comes as no surprise to learn that, due to the majestic beauty of 
this setting, Palmer choose it to be his first and, arguably, his finest golf course in 
Europe.   Tralee, in addition to boasting a clear view of the Atlantic Ocean from 
every hole, has a fully qualified resident professional, fully stocked Pro Shop, a 
spacious and comfortable restaurant and bar and it has earned a reputation for 
having a most friendly and relaxed atmosphere for members and visitors alike. 

Make no mistake about it; Waterville Golf Links in Kerry is one of the finest links golf 
courses in the world, never mind Ireland. Located on the Ring of Kerry, the 
surrounding scenery and quality of golf holes is breathtaking to say the least. The 
front nine holes, which were designed to contrast with the more rugged and exposed 
closing stretch, begin with the chillingly named "Last Easy", a fairly ironic name 
given the fact that it's not really that simple.  Each hole at Waterville is a wonderful 
experience, with the 2nd and 3rd holes, both par fours, being particularly impressive. 
And while the par three, 17th is probably Waterville's feature hole, most would agree 
with Gary Player when he described the 11th as "the most beautiful and satisfying 
par five of them all". Running 500 yards through a narrow passage of huge dunes, 
this hole fully deserves its name "Tranquility". 



Day 5 
 
Today after breakfast you will transfer to Lahinch and the Vaughan Lodge Hotel 
 

 
 
Killarney to Ballybunion is approx a 1 hour and 10 minute drive. 
 
On route to Lahinch golf will be arranged on the Ballybunion Old Course. 
 

 
 
Ballybunion to Lahinch is approx a 1 hour and 45 minute drive. 
 
Non golfers may like to tour the town of Ballybunion.  Ballybunion, a very famous golfing center, is situated at the Mouth 
of the River Shannon, nine miles from Listowel and twenty miles from Tralee. The Bunion family who gave the town its 
name owned Ballybunion castle. It was built before 1500 and the castle green at the front, divides the beach in two. All 
that remains is a wall, which has been preserved since the Office of Public Works took over the castle in 1923.  Seaweed 
baths are another feature of Ballybunion. These baths are only found elsewhere in Ireland in Enniscrone, Co. Sligo and 
are invigorating for mind and body, as the kelp is absorbed into the skin. Again, Ballybunion is particularly noted for its two 
eighteen-hole golf links where Tom Watson, Tiger Woods and President of the US, Bill Clinton have all played golf. A 
commemorative statue to Bill Clinton exists outside the golf club. 
 
Overnight at the Vaughan Lodge Hotel. 
 
Day 6 
 
Today after breakfast golf will be arranged at Lahinch Golf Club. 
 

 

Ideally nestled on the shore of Liscannor Bay, Vaughan Lodge is a stylish upscale 
family run property designed to international 4 star specifications. Each of the 20 
bedrooms and 2 suites are contemporary in style, offering the spaciousness and 
comfort of a hotel with the intimacy and atmosphere of a country lodge. 

 
 

After playing Ballybunion for the first time, you would think that the game of golf 
originated there.  Located on the Shannon estuary, it is a true seaside links course, 
virtually treeless and a course of sharp contours throughout.  It looks like a course 
laid out on land back in the 10

th
 century.  While there would appear to be a lot of 

blind shots, there aren’t.  It is a course that will test your patience.  It is not a course 
that favors one particular style of play over another, but one that simply rewards 
good play and good shots.  It is a true test of golf. 

 

Known as the St. Andrews of Ireland, the Old Course was originally laid out by Old 
Tom Morris.  It is a classic Irish Links in every sense with plenty of blind shots, 
cavernous bunkers, and large, sweeping sand dunes.  Holes number 4 and 5 (The 
Klondyke and The Dell) propose that you play completely blind to your target area, 
the latter with a volcanic-like green setting.  A visit to Lahinch is a must for any 
student of the game. 



Day 6 (cont….) 
 
Non golfers may like to view the Cliffs of Moher.  The Cliffs: are 8km long and 214m high, it is here that one can most 
easily get a feel for the wildness of the terrain over which the Celts wandered, for although they built imposing castles, 
very often they preferred the outdoor nomadic life and enjoyed the hunt.   O'Brien's Tower:  was built in 1835 by Cornelius 
O'Brien a descendant of Brian Boru, the High King of Ireland and the O'Brien's of Bunratty Castle, Kings of Thomond, as 
an observation point for the hundreds of tourists who even then, visited the Cliffs. It is the best location from which to view 
the Cliffs, from this vantage point one can see the Aran Islands, Galway Bay, as well as The Twelve Pins and the Maum 
Turk Mountains to the north in Connemara and Loop Head to the South.O’Brien’s Tower stands proudly on a headland of 
the majestic Cliffs of Moher. Here again we see the extent of the O’Brien’s influence on the history of the Celtic tribes. 
Cornelius O’Brien built the Tower in1835. 
 
Overnight at the Vaughan Lodge Hotel.
